If you are driving north on rte. 32 (towards Keene), take a right onto Hale Hill Rd., just after the Richmond town line. Follow the rotten dirt road till it ends in my door yard- the 3rd, last, and only white house on the whole 2/10 of a mile long road.





Going south on 32, look for South Rd (after the Library a couple of miles) on your left. Far Well Farm is on the corner. Follow South Rd., cross the bridge, pass the Swanzey Community House, and either take a left onto Cory Pond Rd and take the road through the hay field (first right) and end up in my yard or drive past the hay field and 3 houses on your left and take Chimneystone Hill Rd. to my house. Road conditions are rough but manageable if taken slow.
